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Overview

The number of Hispanics living in and seeking a college education in North Carolina is on the rise.
According to recent data from the North Carolina® community college early childhood departments, 14%
have experienced increases in the number of Latino/Hispanic students in their progras, 6% report an
increased interest in their programs by non-English speaking students and 35% report offering English as a
Second Language courses or supports.

Research reveals, however, that Latino/Hispanics seeking higher education face both language and
information barriers. Providing barrier-free access to professional development; whether it is offered ina
workshop, in a large group setting, in a college classroomor online, is absolutely vital if the field is to
realize workforce professional development goals. Access to professional development is afforded
through individual ahility, availability of options, portability of hours/credits, affordability of options provided
and equity in accessing options. Professional development providers including faculty, Smart Start and
CCR&R technical assistants and professional development providers, child care regulatory consultants and
others play a key role in increasing accessihility to training and education.

In an effort to strengthen the ability of our state to reach out to this groing segment of the early childhood
workforce the NC Institute for Early Childhood Professional Development has compiled this document. It
seeks to provide current information coupled with strategies to inform the work of those providing early
childhood professional development in North Carolina.

National Numbers

The population of Hispanics in the United States is expanding, multiplying their potential impact on
American society as awhole. According to Census data, between 2000 and 2025, the white working
population will decline by 5 million, and the Latino working-age population will increase by 18 million.
Already, one out of every five new entrants into the American workforce is Hispanic, and their share will
continue to expand.

According to the U.S. Census Bureau, North Carolina's Hispanic population grew 394 % since 1990.
According to census figures, Hispanics account for 4.7% of the state's population. The figures showed that
378,963 Hispanics live in the state. The rapid gronth of the state's Hispanic population outpaced its gronth
nationwide, where the Hispanic population increased almost 60%to 35.3 million - making Hispanics the
largest minority group in the United States.

Population growth from 1990 to 2000 was dominated by migration. Net migration, the number of people
who moved to North Carolina minus the number who left,

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Education & English Language Ability
In a study based on U.S. Census data from 2000, 21% of Hispanic 16- to-19-year-olds were high-school

dropouts, compared with 7% of white, non-Hispanics, 12% of blacks, 16% of American Indians, and 4% of
Asians.

In North Carolina, Latinos made up 1.7% of the 183,000 students at the state's public universities in 2003-
2004. Officials say they are the fastest-groming segment of the student body. Fayetteville State, which has

around 5,400 students, recorded a 42% Latino student growth jump between 1998 and 2004. (Source:

Current data collected from NC Community College Early Childhood departments revealed that over 6% of
colleges (n =8 of 52 reporting colleges) served a 10%or higher Hispanic student population in 2006-07. In
addition a total of nine programs reported either an increase

in the number of Spanish speaking students or interest in the Learn More!

Latinos/Hispanics Underrepresented in Undergraduate Student Population

Among immigrants age 18 to 24, Hispanics are three to four times less likely than immigrants from other
regions to be enrolled in college (U.S. Census Bureau 2005h). Latino immigrants are underrepresented in
the undergraduate student population both nationally and in all three states (Georgia, New York &
California) studied, all of which have large or gromng Hispanic immigrant populations (NCES 2004). Latino
immigrant students also have a low rate of bachelor® degree completion and are more likely than
immigrants from other regions to leave school without completing any credential (NCES 2001). According
to the study these facts, taken in combination, paint a picture of an immigrant group for whom college
access and success remain significant challenges.

Not all immigrants face the same barriers in gaining access to higher education. In fact, many of the
barriers immigrants confront are similar to those faced by all low-income and/or first-generation college

Strategies for Increasing Access to Professional Development Opportunities

¥  Becomefamliar with regulations on immigration status and in-state tuition or other formsof financial aid and the
process of transcript review for students with foreign high schoal diplomas or college transcripts from outside the US.

¥ Identify local bilingual or mutilingual admissions counselors and advisors who are famiiar with foreign secondary and
postsecondary educational systemsand can specialize in assisting immugrant students.

¥ Partner with colleges and universities to offer orientation sessions specifically aimed at immprant students or have
counselors work closely with ESL instructors.

¥ Inform Spanish speaking parents of education choices for their college-bound children by sharing college options to

address the @ole reversalCof parent and child, cited as a comma issue in the Latino community.

Identify/provide mentoring programsand associations for Latino/Hispanic students to help them méke connections

with other students with whom they share comma experiences

Conduct outreach programsto increase access to information about postsecondary education

Identify and disseminate information about sources of ESL training

Provide opportunities to learn English as part of training and education offerings

Provide headsets that translate English to Spanish for use by providers

Seek out and share community resources that seek to increase the education level of Latinos/Hispanics (such as

community groups, community colleges, literacy councils and civic groups)
